GOALS AND OBJECTIVES

French 311 is designed to develop advanced communicative proficiency in listening, speaking, reading and writing. As participants in this class, your awareness of how a foreign language is acquired will contribute to your confidence and success. From the beginning, you need to focus on the message found in what your professor says, your classmates, the textbook and workbook, audio program and videos, as well as the authentic readings. Your own language proficiency will not develop unless you use French from the first day of instruction, and you are an active participant in your own learning, both in class and out of class. Before coming to class, you should have read carefully the grammar explanations (they are in English) as well as the vocabulary words, expressions and readings assigned from your textbook. By being well prepared, class time can be devoted to practice interactive real-life simulations in the target language. Oral and written activities from your workbook will be assigned regularly for you to complete outside of the class.
In addition, there will be computer-mediated activities such as viewing clips from the French and francophone news (downloaded from the Internet), French and francophone advertisements, French and francophone pop culture (music, movie clips, etc), synchro chats in French and more!

As a class project, and to fulfill the university writing requirement, students will create a French/francophone magazine. Students in groups will be responsible for working on a section of the magazine. Sections will be discussed in class with the instructor. Examples of sections could be tourism, politics, current events, sports or gastronomy, celebrities, just to name a few.

Class participation/oral activities

Your participation grade refers not only how much you participate, but also your attitude toward your fellow classmates, your professor and the activities; your preparedness for class; and your attendance. Students are asked to participate in class discussions on a regular basis. Specific oral activities may be assigned to be prepared at home or in the lab, from the text audio and/or the video. The oral activities can be done at home or at the Language Learning Center (LLC) by downloading the audio program from the LLC Website at http://lynx.csusm.edu/llc/ (password and log in TBA). 

Homework/writing activities

Reading assignments and written activities from the textbook and from the workbook will be assigned daily. Students are responsible of completing the appropriate written section of the workbook after each day of instruction. Students are also responsible for checking their responses using the workbook answer key. Students must correct their mistakes using a different color pen. When completing the workbook activities, follow the instructor’s pace. For example, if the instructor covered on Tuesday Chapitre 1, Interactions, that is what must be filled in the workbook by Thursday –or by the next class meeting-. Try not to fall behind. No late homework will be accepted. It is due the day it is assigned, and will be collected at the beginning of the class. The homework that is not collected will be checked by the instructor for completion –rather than accuracy-. It will receive either a 100 if done, or a failing grade if missing. Homework assignments that are not collected will be checked at the beginning of the class period. Workbooks will be collected and graded periodically. 
In addition to the workbook and the main text, there will be assignments from the Internet.
