Keeping It Affordable and Protecting Academics

» Student fees for UC and CSU will continue to be on average lower
than comparable universities across the country.

» Both university systems will formulate efficiency plans to ensure
more students graduate in four years, keeping costs down and
allowing room for more students to enter the system.

» To create stability in tuition hikes and give families the ability to
plan ahead, fee increases will not exceed 10 percent on average
over the next three years.

» UC and CSU will not have to absorb any additional reductions
beyond those proposed in January.

» Financial aid will continue to be available to eligible low income
students, provided by UC and CSU, as well as the state.
